IMPORTANT DATES:
2/14 Valentine's Day: We will have a little party in the afternoon. We are attaching a list so your child can begin "addressing" his/her valentines. IN THE CLASSROOM:

MARCH 6 - 100th DAY OF SCHOOL:  If there are no snow days between now and March 6, we will be celebrating the 100th day of school. On that day, every child is asked to bring in 100 objects. All 100 items should be the same (ie. 100 buttons, or 100 paper clips, or 100 pennies, or 100 marbles, etc...) and must fit in a gallon zip-loc bag, which we will provide. Please let us know if the items are to be shared or returned. 
MATH: We continue to practice basic addition and subtraction facts. We are focusing heavily on money. The children are working on recognizing pennies, nickels, dimes and quarters, by name and value. We have started telling time on the hour and half hour.
SCIENCE: Ask your child:  Can you name 4 nocturnal animals? How many planets can you name? Who works at night? What is a routine? What are some of your night time routines?
SIGHT WORDS: We are working toward memorization and immediate recognition of basic sight words. We are asking for your assistance at home. Some ideas for practice and reinforcement include; picking out words in a story, in the newspaper, on road signs; making flashcards and playing Go Fish or Concentration; and spelling aloud in the car. These are all words that the children are quite familiar with.  This month's words:
